In the early years, the team made a name for itself in the Super Truck Series, as well as entering the Bathurst 1000 as a privateer in the late

Defying the odds to survive a fatal motor vehicle accident at the age of
15 , Colin spent 51 weeks in hospital (including 88 days of Intensive Care),
and after 30 operations was not expected to walk again . However, after
three years in a wheelchair, and two years of rehabilitation, Colin has
continued to defy doctors and is now looking at a career in motorsport .

When Colin Sieders entered the 2003 Aussie Racing Car Series, he did so
as the first permanently disabled driver to compete in a National
Motorsport Championship, a position he has held in every category he has
competed in to date .

In only his second year of racing, Colin made headlines as the runner -up
in the Aussie Racing Car Series, and started 2005 with a Race Lap Record
on the streets of Adelaide, and took his first Pole Position at Sandown
later that year .

In 2006 , Colin took the Sieders Racing Team back into the mix of V8
Supercars, entering the Fujitsu V8 Supercar Development Series, before
the team expanded to a two -car team in 2007 .

In 2006 , Sieders was chosen as the first Test and Development Driver for
Factory -based Ford Performance Racing (FPR) in 2006 , which coincides with
the teamôsbest ever results to date .

In 2009 , with a WildCard Entry into the Enduros, David finished inside the
top 15 on debut in the Championship Series at Philip Island, three places
ahead of the 2008 -09 back - to -back and then defending and leading Series
Champion Jamie Whincup .

David has been racing with his family - run Sieders Racing Team in the
Development Series since 2007 , and in 2009 finished in 6th position for his
last two rounds, including a race podium at Sandown .
